
I love the look of cables but not so much the work of cables.  I found this pretty braid, from the Barbara Walker book - A 
Second Treasury of Knitting Patterns, that has the beauty of cables without having to use a cable needle.  I put the braids 
together with some ribbing and came up with this sock pattern.  I hope you enjoy knitting it!

Size:  ! ! Circumference = 8Ó when slightly stretched on foot

Gauge:  ! 30 sts = 4Ó in stockinette stitch

Materials : ! 1 set of DPNs or 2 circulars or 1 long circular needle in US #2 (2.75 mm) or size to obtain correct gauge.  
! ! 1 tapestry needle to weave in ends. 1 marker to indicate beginning of rounds.

Yarn: ! ! 2 skeins Louet Gems in Pearl or approximately 370 yards of fingering weight yarn.  
! ! I used 1 1/2 skeins of the Louet Gems for my size 6 feet (about 8 1/2Ó in length.)

Pattern Notes : !
I have not listed which stitches should be on which needles throughout the pattern.  I knit in the round using only 1 long 
circular needle (the magic loop  method.)  Use your preferred method to knit in the round.  Stitches should be divided on 
needles as follows - 30 sts for front of leg, 30 sts for back of leg 

Abbreviations :
CO - Cast on! ! BO - Bind off! ! sts - stitches! ! K - Knit!! ! P - Purl!!
PM - Place marker! WS - Wrong side! RS - Right side! ! yo - yarn over! ! Rep - Repeat
sl1  - Slip 1 stitch! wyib  - with yarn in back!! ! ! psso  - pass slip stitch over
SSK - slip, slip, knit ! K2tog  -!Knit 2 stitches together! ! ! P2tog  - purl 2 stitches together !!
! ! ! ! ! !
Picot Cuff : 
Using US #2 needles CO 60 sts loosely.  PM, and join for working in the round being careful to not twist sts.  Divide sts as 
follows - 30 sts for front of leg, 30 sts for back of leg.
Rounds 1-5: Knit
Round 6 (turning round): *YO, K2tog; rep from * to end of round
Round 7-12: Knit
Fold hem to inside of sock along turning round.  Place loop  of first cast-on stitch onto left needle and knit together with 1 
stitch on needles.  Rep until all cast-on stitches have been worked.
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Fascine Braid Pattern :
Rounds 1 & 3:  !P3,*K4, P2, K2, P2; rep from * once, end with K4, P3 for the first 30 sts (front of leg)
! ! rep all 30 sts (back of leg)
Round 2:! P3, *(sl1 wyib, K1, yo, psso the knit st & yo st) twice, P2, K2, P2; rep from * once, 
! ! (sl1 wyib, K1, yo, psso the knit st & yo st), end with P3 (front of leg)
! ! rep all 30 sts (back of leg)
Round 4:! P3, *K1, sl1 wyib, K1, yo, psso the knit st and the yo st, K1, P2, K2, P2; rep from * once, 
! ! K1, sl1 wyib, K1, yo, psso the knit st and the yo st, end with P3 (front of leg)
! ! rep all 30 sts (back of leg)
Rep Rounds 1 - 4 nineteen times for 60 rounds total or until desired leg length.  End with Round 4.

Heel Flap : 
Remove marker, turn work, work heel flap  back and forth over only the 30 sts of back of leg as follows; the remaining 30 
sts of front of leg, which is now the instep stitches, will hang out of the way behind the work:
Row 1 (WS): K3, purl to end
Row 2 (RS): P3, *K1, sl1; rep from * to last 3 sts, K3
Rep Rows 1 & 2 until you have 32 total rows in heel flap

Turn Heel : 
Row 1 (WS): ! sl1, P16, P2tog, P1, turn
Row 2 (RS): ! sl1, K5, SSK, K1, turn
Row 3 (WS):! sl1, purl to 1 st before gap, P2tog (the 2 sts on either side of gap), P1, turn
Row 4 (RS):! sl1, knit to 1 st before gap,  SSK (the 2 sts on either side of gap), K1, turn
Rep Rows 3&4 until all sts have been worked, ending with a completed row 4 - a RS row.  
There should be 18 sts left on heel flap.

Gussets :
Continue on RS row, pick up  and knit through back loop  16 sts up  from side of heel flap  and pick up  2 sts at top  of gusset.  
Work across 30 instep  sts in Fascine Braid pattern, beginning with Round 1 of pattern, following only the first 30 pattern 
sts (front of leg.)  Pick up 2 sts at top  of gusset, pick up  and knit through back loop 16 sts down other side of heel flap.  
Knit remaining foot and gusset sts for a total of 84 sts on needles.  PM for beginning of round which is the beginning of 
instep sts.  Stitches should be divided on needles so that the instep sts are separated from gussets and heel sts.

Shape Gussets :
Round 1: Work Fascine Braid Pattern for 30 instep sts, knit gussets and foot sts
Round 2: Work Fascine Braid Pattern for 30 instep sts, K1, SSK, knit to last 3 sts of round, K2tog, K1
Rep Rounds 1 and 2 until 60 sts remain on needles.

Foot : 
Work even in pattern as established (30 Fascine Braid instep sts, 30 knit sts for bottom of foot) until sock is 1 3/4Ó less 
than desired length.  End with round 4 of pattern.

Toe:
Round 1: Knit
Round 2: *K1, SSK, Knit to last 3 sts of instep sts, K2tog, K1; repeat from * for bottom of foot.
Rep rounds 1 and 2 until there are 40 sts left on needles
Rep round 2 until there are 20 sts left on needles

Finishing :  
Graft toe and weave in all ends.  Knit second sock in same manner.
